Making it easier to choose 
where to eat and shop
New Forest District Council has 
adopted the national Food Hygiene 
Rating Scheme (FHRS) to help local 
people and visitors to our area make 
informed choices about where to eat 
out or shop for food. Restaurants, 
takeaways, cafes, sandwich shops, 
pubs, hotels, supermarkets and other 
retail food outlets in the New Forest 
area as well as other businesses 
where people can eat or buy food 
will eventually all be given a hygiene 
rating. This is based on how well the 
business is meeting the requirements 
of food hygiene law at that time. The 
rating reflects the conditions found 
at the time of the last inspection 
and does not reflect the quality of 
food or the standards of service 
the business provides. There are six 

different grades (0 being the lowest 
and 5 the highest) and to make it 
easy, businesses are encouraged to 
display the stickers and certificates 
provided to show their rating.

Check before you choose

In addition to the stickers and 
certificates displayed at premises, 
you can check the hygiene standards 
of restaurants, takeaways and 
food shops in the New Forest by 
visiting food.gov.uk/ratings.
